le Tho Velfare Committes of tbg Covncil 4s hereby authorized to
get up and administer a Sanicotion Incentive Program for the
devd opment of private water and/or Sanitation System on the
Six Nations Reserve outside of the Village of Ohsweken on the
following basgis:

1. Material and/or equipment énly shatl bad ‘epnsidsred iurder
this progremme and in accordance with the following
priority basis:

(a) Material and/or equipment for water and/or sanitation
system not now available to the household.

(b) Material and/or equipment for water and/or sanitation
system to improve facilities now available to the
household,

2. Any applicant desirous of taking advantage of this programm
shall submit full particulars of the project on application
forms supplied by tho Welfare Committes.

3. Tha Welfare Committee shall examine euch application and, {f
the project meets the approved standards set by the Publioe
Health Authoritien and the Engineering Service of the Indien
Affairs Branch, may recommend that not more than 50% of the
cost of material and/or squipment shall be supplied to sush
applicant. If the projoct does not meot the approved stan~
darda, the Welfare Committee retains the right to diseuss
with and recommend to such applicant such changes to the
projeot so that it meets the proper standarde.

4e 1% shall be the duty of the Welfare Committee to exanmine ow
have examined the progrese of any approved project as it may
doan necessary and gsholl gtop construction or ingtallstion ea
any project which 18 not being done in the approved manner,.
Should the applicant not eorrect defect or ignore such stop
order, all material and/or equipment provided under this
programme shall be roclaimed and poyment made forfeited up
to the cost of mater3al z:nd/or equipment that cannot ba re-
claimed.

5¢ All material and/or equiprea shall be procured through the
Six Nations Agoncy Cffice anl in accordance with Government
Regulations.

Any applicant, who s 1 ey’ 3%6red member of the Six Nations
Band shall be oligiblo ;o Lac benefit under this programme,
provided the material a~d:cr equipment is supplied for a
project on the premisaes o'med by the applicant and in which
the anplicant residcs or intends to immediately reside.
