3. Yo p;arson shall hunt with or shoot on the Reserwe at any time

any x_-ifle larger than 22 calibre, regardleses of whether such psrson may be
licensed to use a high powered rifle off ths Reserve or not.

4 No porson shall arre.nge or organize any drivos or hunting parties

at any time, vhereby deer or phoﬁsants vill be driven by a group of beaters

out of shelter and dostroyed,
5. ' No person shall trap, snaro or shoot Muskrat at eny time except
during the sesason which shall be sot and amounced by the Council each year

or to dig into or dostroy any muskrat house, burrow or nest at any time
vhatsoever, .

6. That a bounty on foxes and wolves may be sot and paid each year

by the Council as conditions mny require, to keep them under conirol,

7. Any person found -g\ulty of & breach of any of the above regulations
shall upon conviction before a Magistrate or Justice, bs subject to a fins of
not less than $10,00 and not more than One Hundred Dollars plus costs, or to
a term in prison not exceeding thirty days, or both, -
